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Undergraduate Students Online Study Notice
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In order to strengthen the prevention and control of outbreaks of Novel
Coronavirus Pneumonia (NCP) infections, according to the requirements
of the Ministry of Education and the requirements of Shanghai
Government, USST will delay the start of the spring semester of the
2019-2020 school year, and all students must not return to school before
the official start of the semester. In line with the overall goal of "non-stop
teaching, non-stop learning", the school has decided that during the NCP
prevention and control period, all undergraduate (including preparatory)
courses in the spring semester will adopt online teaching models. The
specific arrangements are as follows:
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(1) General Requirements
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During the NCP prevention and control period, in principle, no offline
teaching activities will be carried out. All teaching activities will be
adjusted to the online teaching mode. All theoretical courses for
undergraduates in the spring semester will start to be taught online on
March 2 (the third week) according to the school's overall arrangement.
Teachers and students will in principle follow schedules and teaching
calendars (Specific class schedule can be viewed by logging in to the
educational administration system).
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1. Courses based on theoretical teaching (e.g. public general courses,
subject basic courses, professional core courses, etc.) should be offered
online in strict accordance with the school's teaching plan.
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2. Experimental practical courses (including experiments, internship,
curriculum design, graduation design, etc.) and physical education
courses, if can be completed online, should be adjusted to online teaching.
If the above-mentioned courses can only be taught after students return to
school, schools and the teachers should prepare a plan in advance. The

internship courses will be suspended and arrangements will be adjusted
after the epidemic.
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3.In principle, the related work of the graduation thesis of the 2020
graduates will be carried out in accordance with the original plan.
Instructing teachers should guide students through online or other
network communication methods, and ensure that the guidance and
inspection of the graduation project (thesis) work are in place. Schools
organize inspections and supervision.
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(2) Suggested Teaching Mode
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Mode 1: Online live broadcast + online tutoring (Q&A) + online
assessment

Mode 2: Online recording + online tutoring (Q&A) + online assessment
Mode 3: Online MOOC + online tutoring (Q&A) + online assessment

USST will use the Fan Ya Chao Xing platform for online teaching and
learning, ensuring that all elective students will be able to participate in
online courses starting on March 2.
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(3) Students Learning
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All undergraduates (including preparatory students) should arrange time
reasonably: download and install the corresponding software or APP,
become familiar with the learning platform and learning tools, and log
into the course learning platform in time according to the schedule and
school calendar, actively learn from and communicate with teachers
online, complete homework in time, treat course tests in good faith, and
carefully prepare for course assessment. Meanwhile, students are

recommended to make full use of the electronic resources of the school
library and online course resources recommended by the teachers,



actively carry out independent learning and online learning. Graduating
students are suggested to take the initiative to keep in touch with the
instructor and carefully complete the undergraduate graduation project
(thesis). For students who are unable to learn online due to conditions,
physical or learning difficulties, the school will assist them in many ways.
For students who really have difficulty in conducting online courses, they
must apply for leave in advance in accordance with the requirements of
Article 9 of the "Measures for Attendance Management of Full-time
Students Taking Courses at the University of Shanghai for Science and
Technology", and complete the relevant course studies after returning to
school.

1. The third round of course electives, withdrawal and reelection

The timing of the third round of course electives for students will not
change according to the pre-arranged plan for undergraduate teaching in
the spring semester, that is, all students will start the third round of course
electives, withdraw, change, etc. starting from February 17. Students can
log into the educational administration system directly through the school
VPN or extranet outside the school for online course selection. The
specific course selection plan has been formulated and published on the
school's related websites and platforms.
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2. Electronic registration, postpone examination, resumption of study,
inter-school minors

The electronic registration of students in the academic affairs system that
was originally scheduled at the beginning of the semester was postponed,
which does not affect students' choice of courses. Complementary
examination time is extended according to the time of students returning
to school (If students need to decide whether to choose courses based on
the results of the supplementary examination, please choose courses first.
If the complementary exam passes, then contact the college teacher to
apply for withdrawal.) The Academic Affairs Office will cooperate with
relevant departments to review the online application for the resumption
of study in advance according to the needs of students, and will complete
relevant procedures after relevant students return to school. Teaching of
inter-school minor courses will be suspended.
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3. Students major re-selection

Owing to the School interview needs and related confirmation processes,
student major re-selection originally scheduled for April may be
postponed. The Academic Affairs Office is conducting discussions with
the Information Office and Schools. Before the end of March, a solution
will be issued to ensure that student major re-selection of will not be
affected.
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4. Graduate related matters



Graduation qualification review (degree review), previous students
applying for graduation and bachelor's degree, and previous students
application for degree review will be carried out according to the pre-
arrangement of teaching work in the spring semester. But process work
such as student (school) signature confirmation will be affected. The
Academic Affairs Office is conducting a discussion with the Information
Office, and it is planned to solve the above problems through the
establishment of an online confirmation process. The solution will be
negotiated with schools before the end of March.
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
