(4)Work requirements：
1　 The works must be self producing or shooting; the content should be positive and healthy, and show contemporary college students’ vigorous, creativity and rich imagination.
2　 Types and specifications：

i. Calligraphy works: both Chinese brush and pen writing are accepted. Types, forms and contents are not limited. You can either use your own paper or use the paper provided by the Undertaker.

ii.  Painting works: Not more than 40 x 60 cm; materials and expression form is not restricted (Except for the electronic version);

iii. Photography works: The shortest edge of the digital photos should be equal to or greater than 800 pixels, the file should be 800KB above, paper photos are equal to or greater than 5 inches. Either a single photo or a series of photos is acceptable. For a series of photos, please limited at 4 to 6 pictures.

iv. This Calligraphy, Painting and Photography Contest does not charge any entry fees, nor does it return the works.

3　 Contributors shall have the independent and complete copyright of the submitted work, and ensure that the work shall not prejudice any rights of the third party, including the copyrights, portrait rights, reputation and privacy. All liability shall be borne by the contributor himself (herself) if he (she) violates the above provisions that lead to disputes. Works do not meet above requirements will not be adopted.
4　 After the due day, works will be selected by professional juries in sponsor organizer, undertaker, teachers and students. And viewers can submit your votes at 13:00 to 14:30 in November 16, 2013 on the overpass between South campus and North campus, as well as on Wang Jiangtai. The final result will be put on school website.

5　 Award-winning works will be mounted and shown in the fix place.

2. Award Setting

(1) 1 first prize: certificate and present valued RMB 600. 

(2) 3 second prizes: certificate and present valued RMB 300.

(3) 5 third prizes: certificate and present valued RMB 100.

(4) Honorable mention: certificate and present valued RMB 50.
